Rules for Participation

1. Dates and Venue

The British Independent Film Festival 2010 will take place in Poole, Dorset during March 2010 – Final Dates TBC. The absolute final submission deadline is January 10th 2010. The category winners (see 8) will be announced after the festival. The Venues for each category will be announced closer to the festival.

2. Competition

The festival reserves the right to place entries into alternative categories if they feel it is to the benefit of the title. Each submission must be entered separately. Entries will be assessed & successful submissions will be programmed for screening and enter the festival competition. Failure to submit a screener copy by January 10th 2010  will rule out eligibility for an award.

3. Formats

For the selection process acceptable formats : DVD 

for Screenplay Submissions acceptable formats are: .PDF on DVD/CD, Hard Copy Bound Scripts.

For successful submissions that are granted a screening : DVD or 35mm Prints.

4. Selection
