TAKING on your first major film
role, and working alongside
actors like John Noble, is a
daunting task.

But Grainne Joughin is trying
to take it in her stride on the set
of new British movie Risen.

The 25-year-old admits she
was nervous before stepping on
to the set almost three weeks
ago — and is still in awe of what
she is doing.

‘The crew have been fantastic,’
said Grainne, of Peel. ‘Everyone
has been really supportive.

‘This is a really big role for me,
and it was quite daunting on the
first day, stepping on to the set
and it’s just “wow”.

‘Every day you learn some-
thing new. It is great, so much
fun, just brilliant.

‘You get here in the morning
and get into costume, then go to
make-up and it is such a trans-

formation, then you are ready.
‘My passion is acting, to say it

is work feels wrong in some
way,’ she added. ‘I feel so lucky.’

Grainne started her acting
career at Queen Elizabeth II
High School and developed her
skills at the Manx Multimedia
Centre. She started studying
theatre and dance at university,
but left after a year, deciding she
was ready to work.

She moved to Wales and after
some theatre work and bit-parts
on television and minor films,
the offer she hopes will be her
big break came along.

Risen is the story of boxing leg-
end Howard Winstone, the
Welshman who overcame the
loss of fingers to win every major
title in the featherweight divi-
sion. Grainne won the role of
Bennita, Howard’s first wife.

The film, directed by Neil
Jones, features Stuart Brennan
as Howard and includes Lord of
the Rings star John Noble. 

‘I have done quite a few scenes
with John Noble, which is just so
educational,’ she said. ‘I have
been picking his brains, talking
about Lord of the Rings and
loads of the other things he’s
done. He is such a nice guy, a
fountain of knowledge who is
always ready to answer ques-
tions.

‘We have done quite a few of
the big scenes. We usually start
at 7am and try to do 12 or 13

hours each day. It depends on
whether everything is running
to schedule.

‘There is usually something,
the time of day, the weather or
some other minor thing which
can cause delays.’

Ahead of filming, Grainne
admitted a major challenge was
capturing the essence of a real
person. Filming around south
Wales, in places where Howard
and Bennita actually spent time,
has helped.

‘It is nice to work in place they
have really been to and spent
time,’ she said. ‘I went to a café
with Stuart and it was covered in
photos of Howard and Bennita.
I thought this was a place they
had sat and had coffee, just like
we were.

‘I was also really lucky to meet
Howard’s brother, and was able
to talk to him about Bennita.

‘It helps you get to know her, to
see she isn’t just a character, but
was a real person.’

There are just a few days film-
ing left, although some boxing
scenes will be completed in
September, and a UK distribu-
tion deal has been agreed for the
film.

Severance cuts
the mustard

RUNNING through the Island’s plantations
while screaming and covered in blood was
worth it for the actors in Severance following
a number of great reviews.

Directed by Christopher Smith (Creep),
Severance first started receiving attention at
the Cannes Film Festival.

More recently, Radio 1 film critic James
King described it as ‘absolutely brilliant —
scary and hilarious.’

Total Film magazine published a four-page
feature on the film, giving it a four-star rating
with the quote: ‘A rare horror-comedy, one
that’s scary, brutally funny and frequently
brilliant.’

Horror-comedy Severance was filmed in
the Island last summer at locations including
the Archallagan plantation and the Kionslieu
Studios, Foxdale.

Starring Danny Dyer (The Football
Factory), Tim McInnerny (Blackadder) and
Laura Harris (24), the film follows the story
of a group of weapons company workers
who are sent on a team-building weekend to
Romania. 

Comedy blends with horror as the team
first fight each other, and later fight for
survival against a group of war-crazed killers
intent on revenge.

Severance is being screened at the
Broadway Cinema from August 25 for three
weeks.

MANX movie Stormbreaker has made a
quarter of its budget back after its UK
theatrical run and producers are confident
ahead of it being rolled out in the lucrative
US market and around the rest of the world.

But it’s still too early to say whether a
sequel will be made. 

Released on July 21, after entering the
chart at number four with a solid opening
weekend of £1.24 million, it held on
reasonably well over the next month and
after its fourth weekend had taken £5.9
million — or $11 million.

However, Stormbreaker, which is the first
of Anthony Horowitz’s series of teen spy
books to be adapted for the big screen, is
now in the lower reaches of the charts and
will probably take just a few more hundred
thousand before its cinema run is over.

It’s just broken into the top 20 of the
highest grossing films of 2006 at the UK box
office, and has taken more money than films
such as Steven Spielberg’s Munich and
Poseidon, but it looks like it won’t quite
reach the heights of Waking Ned, which took
£7 million in the UK in 1999.

Internationally, however, producer Marc
Samuelson is quietly confident.

He said: ‘We are very pleased [with the UK
takings]. It’s a very solid result and I think for
a British independent film it will be one of
the best for this year, or any year. There was
enormous competition from a very strong
Pirates of the Caribbean, and a heat wave, so
we’re pretty happy. We only have to wait two
months to get the international results in so
we’re optimistic. The budget was $40 million,
so we’ve done a quarter of the budget just
from the UK theatrical run, and there is still
DVD, where we hope it will be strong — and
that’s just the UK.’

Mr Samuelson added: ‘The way the
financing is structured, it doesn’t need to be
a blockbuster to green light the second film.
We are looking at a long-term franchise and
the first film in a franchise is often not the
most successful.’

Stormbreaker is released around the world
during September and in the US on October
6, when it goes up against Martin Scorcese’s
latest, The Departed, the Jessica Simpson
comedy Employee of the Month and the
horror prequel to the Texas Chainsaw
Massacre. However, there will be little US
competition from films aimed at youngsters.
